These businesses had a server or a cashier who did not sell to a minor upon an attempted 
buy. Worcester County, in 2008, had 79 alcohol licensees which did not sell to the youth under the age of 21 and 36 
tobacco retailers which did not sell to the youth under the age of 18. 
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
